GENERAL INFORMATION
FOOD: 
We will not have concessions available on the grounds.  Please bring your own food! There are 


restaurants in Lava Hot Springs as well as a grocery store and convenience store.
STABLING:    $20/night in open pipe panel stalls or paddocks. Limited to 40 horses


Stalls must be cleaned before departure. 
DIRECTIONS:  (If you have questions call.  Don’t trust Map quest, etc. as they aren’t accurate!)  

From Interstate 15 take the McCammon exit # 47 on to US Highway 30.  Go east on Hwy 30 approximately 12 miles to Lava Hot Springs.  Continue east on Hwy 30 to the east side of Lava Hot Springs.  Turn left (north) on to OLD US 30 (otherwise known as Blaser Highway) There is a sign before the turn which indicates Pebble Area turn left and another at the turn indicating Sportsman Access - Chesterfield Reservoir.  You will be turning just after the road (Hwy 30) widens and before it starts up Fish Creek Summit.  Go north approximately 11 miles to the Kelly Toponce Rd. which will be on your left. As soon as you turn left onto the Kelly Toponce Rd. you will cross the RR tracks.  Continue north approximately 4.4 miles. At about 4 miles you will pass a farmhouse with a sign reading Kelly Toponce Boot and Saddle on your right (east).  Turn right (east) on the next road which is Miles Rd. It is just over the second rise in the road. Slow down after the boot shop so you don’t overshoot it! (There is a white house on the corner.)   You will pass our cabin on the left side of the road.  Continue on to the next mail box and turn left up our driveway.



From Jackson/Star Valley: Take Highway 34 (Freedom, WY) to Soda Springs.  Go west on US 30.  At the flashing yellow light (Grace and Bancroft turn off) turn right on to Old Highway 30 towards Bancroft.  At the main street in Bancroft turn right (north) on to the Chesterfield Road. You will see signs to the Historic Chesterfield Townsite. Go approximately 7 miles north to Stalker Rd. It is the first paved cross road.  Turn left (west) on Stalker Rd. and go approximately 3 miles to the T junction at Nipper Rd. (the church will be on your left).  Turn right on to Nipper Rd.  Go north ¼ mile to Miles Rd.  Turn left on Miles Rd.  Knox Farm is on the right. The driveway is about ½ mile west on Miles Rd.
ACCOMMODATIONS:  Camping without hookups is available on the grounds.  Other accommodations are available at B&B’s in the valley or at Lava Hot Springs.
Knox Farm is 16 miles north of Lava Hot Springs
